· We have a signed release form in the office.
· There are no other CBCC Arena events happening.
· There are no CBCC church services happening.
· You leave the arena the way you found it (Barrels, Gates, etc.)
No alcoholic beverages allowed on the premises.

Arena Release:
All riders using the arena or any CBCC campus property are required to have a signed Arena Release on file in the church office. (Arena Release forms can be obtained in the church office or on the church website.)
· The signed Arena Release form is good for one year
· An Arena Release form does not apply to any CBCC Arena Event; a separate release is required for events
· Minors are required to have the signature of a parent or legal guardian
Open Arena (Non-CBCC Arena Event Use):
The following applies to all, including those with tractor and Crow’s Nest access:
· The Arena is closed: Sundays - 9 am till 12 pm; Wednesdays - 6:30pm-8 pm; and during specially scheduled service times
· The Arena is closed to open riding during all CBCC Arena Events and the time involved in their preparation. If you are asked to leave due to this, please oblige our arena volunteers
· No profanity or abusive speech; ride for Jesus
· Be considerate and share equitably with other riders in the spirit of Christ
· There is no first come first served claim on arena use
· Empty arena of all barrels, poles, etc
· If livestock are present in the pens, do not enter pens or otherwise disturb livestock for any reason; If they do not belong to you, please leave them alone
· Follow all posted signs
· Have an up-to-date signed Arena Release on file in the office
· The arena tractor is not to be used for Open Arena or Non-CBCC Arena Event use
· The arena fans are not to be used for Open Arena or Non-CBCC Arena Event use
· Keep all horses and livestock off concrete under arena

CBCC Arena Events:
· All events must be approved by the CBCC Arena Team
· All events must be placed on the Church Calendar in the office
· Must have a Gospel presentation by a speaker approved by the CBCC Elders
· Team must promote event by preparing a flyer about the event at least 6-8 weeks in advance, and  promote the event through your church announcements starting at least 4 weeks prior to event.

· Team must contact cattle provider if applicable at least 30 days in advance if possible to arrange your stock requirements. If possible on some events it would help to have a call in date about 30 days prior to event to help determine how much cattle you will need to provide for the event.

· Team must make arrangements with the church’s chuck wagon team with an estimate of how many participants and spectators to prepare for at least 2 weeks prior to the event.

· Team must prepare a checklist detailing all job duties, tasks, and contact men and women who will help to serve on the day of the event to complete those duties. (Judges, Time Keepers, Announcer, Gate Openers, Back Pen Help, Singer for National Anthem, Horseback Riders to Post Colors, etc..)

· Team must make sure the Arena grounds are prepared by watering, dragging,setting up panels if applicable.

· Team must make sure the sound system is operational, and someone understands how to use the equipment.

· Team must request cash box for registration 1 week before event.

· Team must order prizes if applicable at least 6 to 8 weeks prior to event pending the funds are available in the church checking account, and the team has the funds remaining in their yearly budget.

Arena Tractor:
· The arena tractor is to be operated by members of an arena team or their designee
· The arena tractor is reserved for use at, and preparation for CBCC Arena Events
· The arena tractor should be returned and secured in the shop after each use
Water Truck:
· The water truck is to be operated by members of an arena team or their designee
· The water truck  is reserved for use at, and preparation for CBCC Arena Events
· The water  truck  should be returned and secured in the shop after each use
· Be sure to turn the battery switch to “OFF” every time you park the truck
· Leaving the fill hose in the truck after turning the water off will result in water siphoning out of the truck
· Please check oil level and fuel level prior to the use of the water truck.
Arena Fans: 
· The arena fans are to be operated by members of an arena team or their designee
· The arena fans are reserved for use at, and preparation for CBCC Arena Events
· Do not attempt to adjust fan settings; only use the green “ON” and red “OFF” switch
· If there is an issue with the fans, please do not attempt to repair them; notify the arena team leadership
Crow’s Nest:
· The Crow’s Nest is reserved for use for CBCC Arena Events
· Please empty trash from Crow’s Nest into arena can after each event
· Straighten/clean Crow’s Nest after each event
· Turn off arena speakers, lights, PA system, AC, and arena fans after each event
· Do not adjust settings other than volumes on the PA system
Outside Organizations:
· All organizations wanting to use the CBCC Arena must be approved by the CBCC Arena Team

· The organizations that have been approved need to work with a CBCC Arena team member for       preparation of the event.

· Must have a Gospel presentation by a speaker approved by the CBCC Elders
Event Sponsors:
· Event Sponsors are allowed by the CBCC Arena team as long as they are appropriate for the church. 

· Banners may be hung on the day of the event from those sponsors that have contributed to that  specific event.
